ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS
We encourage the educational pursuits of gifted academic 
leaders who’ve chosen to major in any of the following:

•	Business administration

•	Computer science

•	Accounting

•	Finance

•	Mathematics (Actuarial science)

The annual scholarships are renewable for up to four years  
as long as the recipient:

•	Maintains at least a 3.3 grade point average

•	Continues to pursue a degree in one of the five areas  
of study outlined above

SELECTION CRITERIA
•	Candidates must rank in the top 15 percent of their  

high school graduating class.

•	Candidates must show a record of involvement in extra-
curricular activities, community activities, charitable 
organizations, and other endeavors indicating significant 
leadership records and potential.

APPLICATION GUIDELINES
•	Universities are responsible for providing scholarship 

information to school counselors, actively recruiting  
students who meet the scholarship criteria, and handling  
the application and selection process.

•	Each university is responsible for establishing a committee  
that will review all applications and select recipients.

•	Financial need will be considered on an informal basis, 
especially in a tie-breaking consideration.

•	Sentry Insurance retains the authority to change future 
scholarship criteria.
