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Food Corner
February 14 is the traditional day to remember a loved one. What better way to celebrate than with a 
plate of decorated sugar cookies made in the shape of a heart!

Heart Cut-out Cookies:

Ingredients:
3 cups flour
1 teaspoon baking powder
½ teaspoon salt
1 cup (unsalted) butter, softened
1 cup sugar
l large egg
2 tablespoons sour cream
1 teaspoon vanilla extract

Method:
Sift flour, baking powder and salt together. Cream together the butter and sugar in a large mixing bowl. 
Beat dry ingredients into butter mixture in two additions.
If you would like to add mini chocolate chips to one half of the batter, now is the time to add them. 
Separate the dough in half and place in plastic wrap. Chill the wrapped dough in the refrigerator for one 
hour.

Preheat oven to 350°.  
Working with one of the wrapped dough, roll out on a floured surface to 1/8-1/4 inch thick. Cut with a 
heart-shaped cookie cutter that has been dipped in flour.
Gather the scraps together and roll out again. Repeat the process for any remaining dough. You may 
sprinkle red colored sugar on some of the cookies before baking. Others you may leave plain and 
decorate with your favorite icing after baking. Place cookies on sheet sprayed lightly with cooking oil. 
Bake for 10-12 minutes or until golden brown. Transfer to cooling racks.
Yield: 5 dozen cookies
