Required courses are UN1015-Composition (3 credits), a Foundations in the Human World course (3 credits), a 
Communication Intensive course (3 credits), an Arts & Culture course (3 credits), an Intercultural Competency (3000+) course (3 credits), 
a SHAPE course (3 credits), an Essential Education Experience (3000+) course (3 credits), and 3 credits of Activities for Wellbeing and 
Success. Activities for Well-being and Success: Mainly physical education courses with some additions. Three credits are required for 
graduation. These credits will be included as earned hours and may be used to determine full-time enrollment status. 
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
