Historical insights

« Several reasons were cited for the low participation: Use
of Web CT was difficult, the method was not confidential
enough, and some felt they were not qualified to
evaluate some or all of the questions.

« This year there will be several changes: the survey will
be shorter — 1 page; the President's statement will be
shorter; evaluations will be handled by off-campus
software; survey questions will be personalized (avoiding
topics like the strategic plan); Senators will be asked to
take an active role to get faculty and staff to participate;
there will be more communication in Tech Today.

There are three Senate site specific search engines (SE) provided below. According to the Google Search Engine and, as of July 1, 2010, the Senate site currently contains 2517 URL's or pages. The first SE, Google, indexed
630 of these. Second, Bing, indexed apparently only 87. Strangely enough on sorae searches Bing reveals more than google. There is not much control over how these two SE's index or find pages on a site. The third,
FreeFind, indexed 1917 {indexes up to 3000 pages free). It is therefore far raore coraprehensive than the first two (try the advanced procedure) but apparently these will grow with tire and use. Therefore you are advised

to use thera all in finding inforraation regarding history and precedent in your deliberations on Senate proposals.
