Joe Kauppila, Project Manager and Trevor Sholten, Lead Designer presented to the Student
Commission. This is a general overview of the area the project will cover.

e East End of Montezuma (Going from three lanes to two)

e College Avenue (Going from two lanes to three)

e Townsend Avenue (Going from four lanes to two)

Eric Waara, Houghton City Manager was also present to answer questions.

Comments and questions included:
e What s the timeline?
0 Itis alarge project so it will take the whole season.
How will traffic be re-routed?
O This still needs to be determined.
o Will trees be cut down?
O Trees ten feet from the sidewalk may be okay but if any of them are cut down
there will be replacement planted.
o If sidewalks are narrower will there be room to walk in the winter if there is a lot of
snow?
O Unless conditions are like this past Monday (Blizzard of 2019) sidewalks are
plowed daily.
0 Lights and sidewalks will be moved back only 2 % feet.
e Three lanes on College Avenue are going to add to the maintenance.
e The City of Houghton wants to engage the community along College Avenue. This is
an opportunity once in a generation to make changes/enhancements.
e When it gets closer the City will reach out to residents.
e What about cycling?
O There just isn’t enough physical space on College Avenue (driveways, snow
removal, etc.)
e [tisso busyto try and cross College Avenue
0 They are trying to determine how to encourage people to cross College
Avenue sooner (near the bank rather than farther along College Avenue)



e Would like to see a sidewalk by the Administration Building because people come to
Winter Carnival and just stand on the road to look at the snow statues
e Are there any plans for signage/signaling for traffic to keep moving by Wadsworth
Hall?
0 None right now

contractual plans publicly because the project will be going out for bids
